	· Continue conducting your experiment.

· Purchase your display board. Display boards can be found at Office Max, Office Depot, Michael’s and Parent Teacher Stores to name but a few places.

· Write the 1st draft of research question, hypothesis, materials, procedure, variables, and constant(s), for your display board.

Nov. 15 and Nov. 22
	· Complete your experiment.

· Record all results. 

· Make a graph or table of all the data you have collected.

· Write the conclusion of your experiment, and bring to school by Monday, Nov. 22, to get it approved.

· Write the final draft of your research question, hypothesis, materials, and procedure. Have an adult proofread your work.

· Make sure that you have items needed for the display.

	Week of :

Nov. 29 – Dec. 2
	· Type the final draft of all sections for your display board.

· Assembly the display board. (If you use rubber cement to glue on papers, you can remove the papers and reuse the board for future projects.)

· Practice explaining your experiment, using your display board.

	Friday, Dec. 3
	· Bring science project, including display board and any other items you want as part of your display, to school. The classroom presentations will be on Friday, December 3, 2009.
